Top Tips to remember:

How Can | Avoid Getting Frostbite?

Layer your clothing, loosely. Tight clothing raises your risk of frostbite. Instead, choose
loose layers that allow body heat to get around.

You want three layers:

A The first layer should be of a material that helps keep you dry.

A The second layer goes over the first and should be made of an insulator like wool
or fleece.
A The third layer should be worn on top and should be wind and waterpro of.

Make sure your hat covers your head and ears. Get yourself a wool or fleece one with
ear flaps. This will keep your ears warm and protected.

Choose insulating mittens or gloves.

Don't skimp on socks or shoes. Feet are very vulnerable to frostbite.
