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Club Meeting Recap 06 Gary Fogel

On Tuesday October 26 t, TPG was treated to a special presentation by Jim Payne, chief test
pilot for the Perlan Project. With a considerable backgroun d as a test pilot and test pilot
instructor for the Air Force , and with decades of experience with wave soaring in sailplanes,
Jim is definitely the right guy for this mission.

The goal of the Perlan Project is to fly an unpowered sailplane to 90,000 feet in the
stratosphere using the atmospheric wave produced when the polar Jetstream hits the Andes

in Argentina. This polar vortex only happens in certain times of year, so Jim relayed the
difficulties of getting the Perlan Il sailplane from California to Ar gentina each summer (their
winter) for the wave season. The project is sponsored by Airbus, and the logistics alone are
their own record. However in several seasons of trying to fly higher and higher Jim and his

crew have already set several world records for sailplanes, even a flight above 76,000 feet,
which makes Perlan Il not only the highest unpowered manned aircraft in history but higher
than the highest U -2 flights in recorded history.

Jim was kind to share photos of the history of the aircraft, its construction and load testing,
some of which happened here in San Diego, flight testing, and videos from inside the
cockpit at high altitudes. A great time was had by those who attended!
