This Month: Drew Arnett, 2007 Modeler of the Year

Drew Arnett grew up in central 'l i noi s andaparta
of the picture, he did enjoy model rockets for a while. He remembers reviewing a Tower Hobbies

catalog in the early 1980s with a friend and, while the RC sailplane section got his attention,

flying something like that seemed unachievable at that age

Drew eventually studied electrical engineering receiving a bachelor's degree from the University

of lllinois. He also took up an interest in amateur radio and received his ham license. After college

he worked for a few years in lllinois before coming to San Diego and finding a job in the wireless
communications industry.

The Highlander was a popular trainer at the time
capable of both slope and thermal.

the air. Drew felt a little timid about going up to

and just like that, Drew was flying. George had Drew repeatedly fly a landing pattern but high up in the sky, just ge tting used
to turns, etc. When the plane got closer to the ground, George took command and landed it safely.
