September DLG Contest Report d Gary Fogel , CD

Despite the rather hectic summer schedules as they convert to fall, seven pilots showed up for
the monthly DLG contest on September 17, 2022 at Poway. After several weeks of heat and
humidity, it was nice to  arrive at the field with overcast skies, cool temperatures and no wind.

The contest started slightly late , due to some technical issues , but by 9:15am we were under
way. With 7 contestants , we split the rounds into three groups  of either 2 or 3 pilots. In the rare
case where there was a single pilot in a round due to the draw, we shifted someone over to
make it 2. This happened only once.

Round 1 was Task B d last two flights (3:00 max) in a 7 -min window. Despite the overcast , the air
was surprisingly buo yant, and three -min air was possible , but it seemed to disappear quickly.
Nearly everyone managed to get at least one 3 -min flight, those who got it first had to decide
to keep it as it warsnmdetwoutdl eome araundo Roh RassetB won gr oup A
with a total of 4:47.5, Mengchen Li and Gary Fogel took groups B and C with 6 min each.

Round 2 was Task F & best three flights, six launches (3:00 max) ina 10 -min window. Againthe 3 -
min air hung around and there were times where the lift basicall y didndt move fo
there was no surface wind. This meant launching and returning to the same lift repeatedly , but
in some cases , you had to find the narrow rope at low levels that led up into the chimney of the

thermal. Gary, Mengchen, and Jus  tin Tolman managed to max their times, and all pilots made

at least one 3 -min flight , including newcomer Mike Ray , who very nearly got all three.

Round 3 was Task H & 1,2,3,4-min flights in any
order in a 10 -min window. The air started to
become more dynamic during this round as
there were times when lift was ha rd to find,
but there were also times when lift was
plentiful.

and Gar y Fogel suffered through this, with 1 -min and 2 -min calls leading Gary to be pleased with

a total of 6:02.7. Bleh.

Another nice change is while you are waiting for a reply you can down load a new voucher
and start on the next level.

As a reminder, LSF is a 5-level program for RC Glider Pilots. Each level has increasingly more
difficult tasks. LSF involves Slope fly ing, Thermal Flying, Spot Landings, Cross -Country Flying and
Contest participation. Each level must be completed b efore proceeding to the next, which
makes for a well -rounded RC Glider pilot.

The pure glider program is called SAP (Soaring  Accomplishment Program).
The electric launched glider p  rogram is called Electric SAP (e SAP).

This Month: Tom Minegar , 2008 Co-Modeler of the Year

Tom Minegar grew up in  Orange County in the late 1950s and 1960s in a time when the area
was still very rural and filled with citrus groves. A neighbor who owned a large orchard also
owned private aircraft including a helicopter and Beechcraft twin. That same neighbor routinely

offered to take Tom and his brothers up for rides. The rides led to interestin u -control, and Tom
went through a series of Cox 0.49 u  -control models that lasted only one circle. But it was still fun.

While in high school, Tom met his future wife Debi, a  nd after high school he attended Cal State
Long Beach, earning a bachel or & sThidwagun®reunately alsm atc o
the same time as the Vietham War but Tom
wasnodot drafted ansdethmenda
of the war stateside. For a time, he considered
becoming an attorney, but realized after
