Gary has been in aeromodelling for over 50 years that
began at the Torrey Pines Gliderport. Together with his family
in the 1990s, Gary helped preserve the Torrey Pines
Gliderport for motorless flight with various historic
designations. Following this, he proposed and helped
establish the AMA National Model Aviation Heritage
program with Torrey Pines listed as the inaugural site. Gary
has authored four books and nearly 50 journal articles on the
history of motorless aviation. An enthusiastic promoter of
model aviation, he has provided over 130 lectures since 1997
to various organizations across the nation, and for the last 12
years he has taught an introductory course on aerospace
engineering at SDSU earning several awards from the AIAA.

Gary has established many national and world records with aeromodels including a goal and
return flight of 39.1km with an RC sailplane in 2005 and a goal and return of 224.22 km with an

electric powered model in 2017. During a time of increased FAA involve ment with model
aviation, Gary served on the AMA Model Aircraft Standards Committee (2009 -2015) to help
preserve recreational aeromodeling. As an elected AMA Fellow, he currently serves on the AMA

FAI Executive Committee helping to oversee FAI programming in the USA.

You may be less familiar with Larry Jolly, but his RC  exploits and career are legendary. An avid
RC pilot and aeromodeler for nearly 70 years, he represented Team USA twelve times at the
World Championships across four model airplane disciplines including three times on F2D control

line team, three times on the F3B soaring team, three times on the F5D electric pylon racing
team, and three times on the F3J soaring team. His efforts at the dawn of RC helicopters were
exceptional and he is regarded as the first in the world to fly an RC electric helicopter. Larr y
went on to fly RC helicopters for the TV show Airwolf, formed Larry Jolly Miniature Products, and
made a career flying a wide variety of models for the movie industry in both TV and film, earning

an Emmy Award in the process. He has continued strong inte rest in FAI programs, helping to
establish FAI F3L from its beginnings as F3RES in Turkey, competing in that discipline since roughly
2014 and winning the US NATS in F3RES in 2018. He has helped establish FAI F5J in the USA and
serves on the F5J Tour Advis ory Group. He was the first to complete LSF Level V for both the
soaring achievement program and the electric soaring achievement program.

AMA Model Aviation Hall of
Fame

Established in 1969, the Hall of Fame honors men and women who have made significant contributions to
the sport of aeromodeling. Contributions may be in volunteer or administrative activities, product
development, competition performance, or a variety or combination of activities. In January 2009, the
Executive Council voted to change the award's name from "Model Aviation Hall of Fame"to "AMA Model
Aviation Hall of Fame Award"

The selection committee is composed of past and present AMA Presidents and one individual selected from
each of the 11 districts by its respective Vice Presidents. Each year, a new class is inducted into the AMA
Model Aviation Hall of Fame. There are a total of 370 inductees in the Hall of Fame as of the 2023 inductee
class.

Nominations for the Model Aviation Hall of Fame are due each year by March 31.

On June 7t the Torrey Pines Gulls hosted the Katie Martin International Tribute (KTM) 2025 at the
Gliderport. The KTMisour largest annual sloping event that attracts slope enthusiasts of all ages
and from far-off locations. The KTMalso brings in the original RC slope enthusiast, designers and
manufacturers from the 7 0 @rsl 8 0 GEspecially, Bob Martin, who with inspiration from his wife
Katie, created many RC aircraft kitsthat have stood the test of time.

Unfortunately, Katie passed in December 2010 from unresolvable cardiovascular issues.
Although Katie moved on before her time, she managed to make a lasting impact on our
hobby. With her support and inspiration, Bob and Katie, designed and kitted many first-rate
gliders, which RC pilots enjoy to this day. A short listincludes the Talon, Katie Il, Bobcat, SR7 and

Coyote. In 1979, Bob Martin RC Models acquired the rights to the Hobie Hawk, which was clearly

a favorite at the KMT. Katie in her own right, was a well-known proponent of RC soaring, always

providing assistance to new pilots at the slopes. Katie was honored as the AMA National

Newsletter Editor of the Year (1988), AMA Club President for two years, and Hawk of the Year at
the Desert Hawks Club. Thisonly a short list of her accomplishments and does not include the
many lives that she touched in a positive way.

The first KMTwas held in 2011 to commemorate K a t icendrisution to the RC gliding sport and
her endearing support for all that knew her. Thisyear was the 15th Annual KTM,and the 51st
Anniversary of the Hobie Hawk. Slope pilots start to trickle in during Friday evening for the main
event on Saturday, June 7th.

| just covered a very simple RES center section. | want to share a trick | learned to prevent
UltraCote Lite from sticking to itself while you are working. It is very flexible and sticks at pretty low
temps. It was about 85 degrees in my shed, more than en ough to ruin covering.

The main idea is to tape the
covering to the table over the
wing on the corners and middle.
You can slide the wing under the
covering to center it, and move
the tape until the covering is
wrinkle -free.

Even this first step requires
caution to avoid letting the
covering touch itself. | peeled off
about an inch of backing on
one end, taped those corners,
then peeled the rest of the
backing .

Next, | stuck down the TE , starting
at the center. Then | worked up
both end ribs, then did the LE.

Note: set the iron to the temperature where the
covering sticks but doesn't shrink. | found this
temperature experimentally a few years ago and
marked the temperature dial with a Sharpie. My
analog iron will get a little too hot if it sits unused for
10 min. It is annoying to tape everything flat, then
touch the iron and see the covering pucker. To
avoid this, | press my iron firmly to the piece of
plywood it sits on for about 30 s econds before the
first touch to the wing.  Next, | trimmed each tip and
cut slits to help it fit the curve.

Note: The covering is still held to the table
everywhere except at the tip. If | unstick it, the
covering will glue to itself. You can see | just moved
the tape inboard from the corners about an inch,
then cut the excess covering. If the loose covering
isabout 1/4" or less, it doesn't usually fold on itself.

| sealed the tip (wing still taped under covering)
and did the other tip

Next, | did the LE. | just cut with a razor blade, leaving a little to wrap around to the bottom.

Note: | am showing the top  because | have the best pictures. However, | always start with the
bottom of the wing.

The TE is where lusually have trouble, so | went back over the whole length and curved the iron
over the back. This stuck the covering to the table a bit, but that is not a problem.

Then | trimmed this to ~1/4 inch. Now the wing is free to pick up! | did pick it up and carefully
sealed the LE and TE over the edge on onto the bottom. | went around the whole perimeter one
more time to be sure it was well attached

Finally, the shrink! | used a heat
gun to prevent the covering
from sticking to any ribs before it
shrinks uniformly. If the previous
steps left big wrinkles, this will fix
them.

Next, | turned my iron up to shrink
and stuck all the ribs, outline of
the spoilers, etc. | don't fully
shrink using the heat gun
because I'm afraid of melting a

hole. The iron finishes the shrink.

This is the TE view of the
wing. It came out straight
on the first try. If it wasn't
straight, i would have
twisted it, then ironed out
the wrinkles until it was
straight

Here is the "but first, cut the red wire" moment. | do the bottom perimeter, then the top, without
shrinking anything. Then | shrink the top and bottom together, switching sides frequently. This does
two things: 1) the covering sticks well to itself, so having a fully sealed wing prevents the covering
from pulling off the edge when you shrink. 2) If you are covering a delicate structure, this adds
the shrink stress evenly.

Next, | cut out the spoiler and wrap and seal the covering. | do this at shrink temperature so the
spoiler hole is nice and clean.

For quite some time now wedve been flying the
contests where pilots have a window of time from 9am to 1pm to make their required flights
whenever they choose to do so. This is a more relaxed format than standa rd F3L but misses the
man -on-man aspect of the F3L format. As a lead up to our inaugural 2 -day F3L ©
Coolerdé contest in August, we decided to rever
used to the team work involved for our tow hook conte st on June 14. It was quite a switch! We
had forgotten some things and it was fun to be working as teams, changing lanes, etc. We also

tried a slightly revised field layout that allows for more lanes and broader use of our landing

area. Thanks to John McNe I, Cliff Hunter, and Paul Nibecker for their assistance in this direction.

Conditions at Encinitas were just about perfect at the start of the contest. The marine layer was

still present but there was no wind and yet very lifty conditions. We probably should have started

at 8:30 rather than 9:00 and had 30 min of additional soari ng time. 9 pilots registered for the
contest which made dividing into three teams of three pilots each easy. However new pilot Zeve
Zilberstein was due to arrive late driving down from Woodland Hills and so in light of that we
placed Gary Fogel and John Mc  Neil as a team of two as they would need to figure out timing
and hi -start shagging in the meantime. Therefore, the teams consisted of Cliff Hunter, Bret Locke,
and Don Lochhead in Team A, Gary, John, and Zeve in Team B, and Jake Olefsky, Miro Sir, and
Arthur Markiewicz in Team C.

Don led Round 1 heat A flying his new Polires. Wow did that work out well, with a 5:56 and an 85
on the landing for the K! Well done, Don. John followed in heat B with a 6:00 and a 99 on the
landing. Near perfection!  Arthur took the K in heat C as all pilots shared very similar flight times
(Arthur 5:56, Gary 5:57, Bret 5:56) but different landing points (98, 93, 65 respectively). Arthur was
flying a new -to-him Yellow Jacket literally just purchased from Cliff d Nice f lying Arthur!

Similarly, pilots who regularly hone their skills at contests generally improve in overall performance

and over time, seek increasingly different and difficult tasks. By the time a pilot achieves Level

IV, the Level V tasks can feel daunting. A 2 -hour thermal duration flight. An 8  -hour slope duration
flight (some refer to this as t he -odourtnaflightef6.2 miless t
out and 6.2 miles back. Its longer than it seems. And Level V requires 3 contes t wins at large
contests ove r 20 participants. These days it can be hard to find contests of this size, and the
requirement to win them really means the pilot has to be on the top of their game. It can take

years or decades for a pilot to complete Level V. Some pilots never do comple te Level V; in fact,
only 138 people in the history of the program have done so.
