SAFETY ALERT:
We can't always ensure that paraglider operations will follow all the appropriate rules such as
one PG in the RC window at a time and proper use of whistles and warnings, etc. , however , we

can be sure that we take safety at the Gliderport seriously

REMEMBER:

Practice the Blue-Sky Rule; your depth perception cannot be trusted,; Maintain situational
awareness ; and fly with a spotter . If feeling overwhelmed by your plane or by paraglider traffic.

In uncomfortable situations (i.e. , numerous paragliders in the RC window), landing is always a
great option. If warranted, politely ask the Gliderport flight director to help clear the RC window.

In closing, weather conditions are still good for the slopes. take advantage of our good fortune.

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August DLG Contest Report 0 Justin Tolman, CD

The August DLG contest/clinic was held on Saturday, August 16th with 13 pilots in attendance.
Mengchen Li was in attendance, fresh off his win at the USA F3K Nationals in Muncie, Indiana.
Milan Bregman and Will Lalla were also in attendance, back after bei ng Junior representatives
for Team USA at the F3K World Championships in Tarp, Germany.

Our day started under partly cloudy skies before the marine layer quickly burned off completely.

The air was already alive and buoyant in Roundl1 (Task H, 1,2,34). In Group A, Mengchen Li
edged out the K over Milan Bregman by just over 3 seconds. Six of the seven pilots in the group
were able to log over 9 -minutes of flight time! In Group B, Gary Fogel  was aloft for fractions of a
second longer than Will Lalla to take the K. Newcomer Kavin Gustafson jumped right in with a
fantastic effort, accumulating 9:06 of flight time in his first ever competitive DLG round.

After a nice warmup, Round 2 (Task A, Last Flight, 5:00 max) greeted us with plenty of lift. In
Group A, Mike Smith, Milan Bregman, Justin Tolman and Ray Pili (back after a long absence) all
shared the K after successfully accumulating their 5 -minutes of f light time. Kavin Gustafson and
Tom Farley were also just seconds away from their 5 -minute flights as well. In Group B, Arthur
Markiewicz, William Lalla, Mengchen Li, and Gary Fogel all shared the K after nailing their 5 -
minute flights.

Lofty conditions in Round 3 (AULD) continued to be bountiful. In Group A, 5 pilots (M. Smith,
Markiewicz, Tolman, Li and Bregman were perfect across their 3 flights to share the K. Thermals
that blew through the field just before launch on the 2nd and 3rd launches made finding lift a
breeze.

This Month: Justin Tolman, 2024 Modeler of the Year

Justin Tol man was born in 1984 in Orange County
Empire. Justinds father Nick had enjoyed aer omo
along a |l ove for rocketry andt medeés saomt a&ehenr ttd
make many trips to EI Mi rage Dry Lake in the hig
graduated early from an Estes Al pha to mo+4s & a ¢

In about 1995 or 1996, Santa kindly left a 2 -meter ready -to-fly rudder
elevator RC glider under the tree. Justin and his dad tried flying it at a
location that is now occupied by Valley Center High School, but, well, it
ended up in a tree.

This must have coincided with full -scale sailplane operations at Torrey in the
early/mid 1990s as Justin remembers seeing the sailplanes cruising around, and his interest in RC soaring was rekindled. He
completed his undergraduate degree at Palomar College in 2005 and became a digital marketing specialist for the North
County Times in 2009. He discovered RCGroups in about 2010 and learned about TPG activities at that same time. He continued

his marketing career serving as a Campaign Specialist for the San Diego Union -Tribune (2012-2016) and as a Senior Campaign
Specialist for the Tribune Company (2016 -2019).

During that same period, Justin acquired a Dream Flight Alula and came to a monthly TPG DLG contest in the summer of 2017
flying his Alula via discus launch in the event. He had a great time and had fun. Upon seeing this enthusiasm, Ray Pili gave
Justin a Brko and soon Justin was hooked. He flew the Brko for some time in 2017 at Poway and at Long Beach for the monthly
Cookie Toss. After wearing out the Brko, he bought a Flitz from someone in Long Beach and flew that until May of 2019 when
he took another br eak from RC to start a family with his wife Amanda. They now have two beautiful girls Emma and Mackenzie.

We typically pause mid -contest for a quick clinic. Subjects generally focus on F5J topics of
interest to pilots getting into the format. The events are free but we still ask all pilots to sign up on
F3X Vault so we know how many to expect and can run the matrix ahead of time

In addition to this, LSF has two
types of Soaring Accomplishment
Programs (SAPs) that encourage
personal skill development in the
sport and are fun! There is an SAP
that is strictly for RC soaring (the
oldest and original SAP) and with
the advent of electric launch
methods, an eSAP was added
more recently that duplicates the
original SAP but with the use of
electric motors for launch.

Each SAP consists of a series of
five levels of achievement with
increasing difficulty (Figure 1). The
levels involve dlope and thermal
soaring, spot landings, cross -
country flights and participation
at contests. A pilot needs to
achieve Level I before
proceeding to Level Il and so forth

all the way up through Level V.

Similarly, pilots who regularly hone their skills at contests generally improve in overall performance

and over time, seek increasingly different and difficult tasks. By the time a pilot achieves Level

IV, the Level V tasks can feel daunting. A 2 -hour thermal duration flight. An 8  -hour slope duration
flight (some refer to this as t he -odourtnaflightef6.2 miless t
out and 6.2 miles back. Its longer than it seems. And Level V requires 3 contes t wins at large
contests ove r 20 participants. These days it can be hard to find contests of this size, and the
requirement to win them really means the pilot has to be on the top of their game. It can take

years or decades for a pilot to complete Level V. Some pilots never do comple te Level V; in fact,
only 138 people in the history of the program have done so.
