There was early cloud cover and overcast with
temps in the low 60’s. The field, however was very active and the air buoyant from very early in the morning. The tasks
were a 7, 8, 9 and 10 minute flight which sometimes is very difficult at Encinitas, but on this day there was lift to be found.
However, with the lift, there were also some large pockets of sink and a few unlucky pilots launched into the mush and
found themselves coming up short.

This is the first time we have gotten to launch upwind on the combo of braided and monofilament line and the launch
heights were greatly improved—not to mention more fun. The landing tasks were the normal AMA tape with 100 points
each. This was intended to be a low-key TD event where we could relax, have fun and hang out with our friends. | believe
we accomplished this and the thermal activity made it even more fun (especially compared to last month’s blow out).
