Then we got to poker...No one in group A was bold enough to call 

anything big, and I don't think anyone called anything more than a 2. 

Even then many missed calls like 145's or even 130's. I was doing 130's 

and when I finally got bold enough to call a 2 after flying around in 

something less than sink, I missed that 2 by 1 second. Ouch. Congrats 

to John McNeil that whooped us all with a 9:25, with the rest of us 

hurtin'... 

 

Group B had some brave souls, and both Jun and Paul called a 9:58 

with a read. I was timing for Seid as he was being relatively 

conservative with 1:30 calls. Right up until he told me 2 min, and then 

forgot that he was going to 2 minutes, so he had to do it again...Paul 

found his easy elevator ride, but Jun bounced around doing it the 

hard way. Ultimately, they both made it, giving everyone else in the 

group their drops...
